He
currently serves as the Vice President of the Church of the Lutheran Brethren.

Sleeping quarters are heated cabins with
electricity, 12 bunks & two bathrooms each.

Cell Reception: Verizon coverage is pretty good on site. AT&T & other carriers are spotty. We would appreciate it if you would turn
your cell phone off (or at least to silent) during worship & sessions. We’re here to leave the world behind for a bit.

Things to bring: Bedding (pillow plus sleeping bag or sheets and blanket), flashlight & batteries, towel, soap & toiletries, clothing
for all weather, walking shoes, raingear, clothes you won't mind getting wet in, Bibles, notebook & pen, musical instruments, games,
& cameras.

Food: The retreat includes snacks on Friday night, all meals on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday. You'll need to have dinner
before arriving on Friday (there's a pizzeria in town and several options in nearby Arcade, New York). Please use the "special needs"
section of your registration form to let us know if you're vegetarian, or if you have food allergies or other dietary requirements.

Camp Duffield is located in Cattaraugus County (between Springville and Arcade) at 11740 Worden Road,
Delevan, New York 14042.

Find your best route to Rt.39.

From the North & South: Rtes. 62, 219 & 240 intersect Rt. 39; follow Points West directions.

Rtes. 16, 98 & 19 intersect Rt. 39; follow Points East directions.

Points West: If you're coming from Springville, take Rt. 39 East.

Points East: If you're coming from Arcade, take Rt. 39 West.

Sharp right at Buffalo St/Co Rd 225A (0.8 mi)

Continue onto McKinstry Rd/Co Rd 72 (0.3 mi)

Stay on McKinstry Rd (0.7 mi)

Turn left onto Worden Rd (0.4 mi).

Watch for the Camp Duffield sign (on the left).
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
