Pastorôs Corner 

This month we will continue to explore how we can 
carry out our mission statement:  St. Paulõs Lutheran 
Church exists to help every person in our congrega-
tion and community know the grace of Jesus Christ 
and grow to become His faithful disciples.  Last 
month we saw that every Christian is a disciple of Je-
sus, and to be a disciple means that we are to yield 
our wills completely to Him and seek to obey Him in 
everything we do.  We also saw that this is not some-
thing we can do by ourselves.  We need Godõs grace 
and His power working inside of us to help us to give 
more and more of ourselves to Jesus. 

Over the next few months we will explore some of 
the tools that God has given us to help us on our way.  
Believe it or not, going to church each week is proba-
bly the single most important way in which we can 
grow as disciples of Jesus.  The Bible tells us that we 
are not to ògive up meeting together as is the habit 
of someó (Heb. 10:25).  In the Apostles Creed we say 
that we believe in the òcommunion of saints.ó  How 
can we be a communion, a community, unless we 
regularly meet together?  Finally, we are commanded 
to honor the Sabbath to keep it holy (Ex. 20:8), yet, 
so many in our culture have devalued the importance 
of honoring the Sabbath and weekly church attend-
ance.  However, God did not give this command for 
no reason.  It is for spiritual refreshment and growth

that we are to meet together. 

There are several reasons why it is so important to fellowship in church together 
each week.  Here are just three of them.  First, Jesus said that where two or three 
gather together in my name, there am I in the midst of them (Mt. 18:20).  There-
fore, there is something powerful that occurs when we gather together in church 
each week that does not and cannot occur when we fellowship with Jesus on our 
own.  Second, when we hear the Word preached each week in church God works to 
create and renew faith in our lives.  In Romans it says, òFaith comes by hearing the 
message and the message is heard through the word of Christó (Rom. 10:17).  Third, 
partaking of the Lordõs Supper each week is critical to sustaining and strengthening 
our faith and walk with Christ.  This is something we do not fully understand, but 
Christ is present with us as we take Communion, and just as we need food to main-
tain our physical bodies, so partaking of Communion feeds our spiritual bodies. 

So, attending church is not an option in our walk with Jesus; it is critical.  As I will 
be saying in church in a last couple of weeks, òConfirmation is not a graduation 
from Church.ó  This is not a statement for our young people only.  It is something 
we each need to take to heart.  See you in church next Sunday!
